This month we present the SINAPPS2 trial including its relationship with the PPiP2 study. PPiP2
and SINAPPS2 are two separate research studies, but the successful recruitment in PPiP2 will
help recruit antibody-positive participants in SINAPPS2. To achieve this, we have to screen more
than 2500 patients with psychosis by July 2020. Although in SINAPPS2 we also recruit patients
found antibody-positive through routine clinical testing, we think the vast majority of SINAPPS2
potential participants will be referred to trial neurologists after testing in PPiP2.

PPiP2 and SINAPPS2 have the potential to change the way we think about psychosis and im-
prove treatment of patients with antibody-mediated psychosis. We have to recruit sufficient num-
ber of participants in both studies to provide evidence for this. Thanks to the hard work of local
PPiP2 and SINAPPS2 research teams we are getting closer to this goal, but it is essential to in-
crease recruitment in both studies to succeed. The task might not be easy, but we are sure that by
working enthusiastically together we can achieve our goal.
